3)  Quillin Property (6501 Clinton Street-46 acres) – Kerry is working on the sign off 

sheet to make sure none of the departments have any issues with the property.  After that is 

complete and we know we have everything that we need for the file, the property will be 

presented to the Town board for their review and approval.   

 

4)  Wilson Property (2860 Bowen Road-22.5 acres) – We have not heard anything 

regarding the letter that was mailed to Mrs. Wilson.
