2)  Maciejewski Property (2711 Girdle Road-3 acres) – Bryant Zilke spoke with Assessor 

Kandy Wittmeyer about the savings she submitted on this property and she is looking into the 

numbers.    

 

3)  Hess Property (1440 Bowen Road-25.48 acres) – Kerry will have the Kandy run the 

estimated savings for both term or perpetual. 

 

4)  Quillin Property (6501 Clinton Street-46 acres) – The ECB is waiting on a copy of the 

deed. The conservation board will then be able to review the file for completeness; the 

conservation board will then be able to move forward and present the application to the Town 

Board.  A copy of the agreement needs to be mailed to the Quillin’s to review.
